e Handle everyday problems i.e. cope with less routine problems on public transport,
handle travel arrangements

e Demonstrate understanding of and respect for cultural diversity



e Recognize how aspects of the culture of different countries become incorporated into

the daily life of others

e Recognize advantages of another culture and try and apply to their own lives e.g.
environmental awareness and waste management

6. Knowledge about language

e Learn to use subordinate clauses of time, place and purpose to qualify the main clause

e Learn the use of grammatical structure e.g. verbs with prepositions to express oneself
more succinctly
